This
bleak warning is according to a new United Nations report called the Global Biodiversity Outlook
(GBO). The paper says there are many important ecosystems on our planet that are in danger. These

national economies. Examples of these are the deaths of coral reefs, the destruction of huge areas of
forest, or major pollution of rivers. UN spokesman Ahmed Djoglaf said: "The news is not good. We
continue to lose biodiversity at a rate never before seen in history - extinction rates may be up to 1,000
times higher than the historical...rate."
Scientists are worried that governments will not do enough to try to reduce the damage to the tipping
points.

They hope they can then create an international framework that will be adopted at a convention on
biological diversity in October in Japan. The GBO report outlines how serious the threat is. It says huge
numbers of species are facing extinction if we continue to pollute the environment. Over a quarter of
corals may soon disappear. This will have a huge impact on marine life and many fish species will also
disappear. Countries will be fighting over much smaller stocks of fish. This problem will be made worse
with the increasing pollution of the world’s rivers.

All these innovations may have influence on our life, social relations and globally on our Earth.

The influence can be very different: from psychological and health problems of children who spend too

much time online to an opportunity to prevent genetic diseases for future generations.
But the most difficult problems the humanity faces are global problems.
The first and foremost is ecological problem: pollution of air, water and soil, exhaustion of natural

resources. Renewable natural resources such as oxygen, forests, flora and fauna do not have enough time
to regenerate. This leads to different changes in climate and nature such as depletion of ozone layer and
other things that has not been properly studied by scientists yet.

The solution of these
problems cannot be postponed because otherwise people will have fewer chances to survive on this

INTRODUCTION TO THE WWW AND THE INTERNET
Millions of people around the world use the Internet to search for and retrieve information on all
sorts of topics in a wide variety of areas including the arts, business, government, humanities, news,
politics and recreation. People communicate through electronic mail (e-mail), discussion groups, chat
channels and other means of informational exchange. They share information and make commercial and
business transactions. All this activity is possible because tens of thousands of networks are connected to
the Internet and exchange information in the same basic ways.
The World Wide Web (WWW) is a part of the Internet. But it's not a collection of networks. Rather, it is
information that is connected or linked together like a web. You access this information through one
interface or tool called a Web browser. The number of resources and services that are part of the World
Wide Web is growing extremely fast. In 1996 there were more than 20 million users of the WWW, and
more than half the information that is transferred across the Internet is accessed through the WWW. By
using a computer terminal (hardware) connected to a network that is a part of the Internet, and by using
a program (software) to browse or retrieve information that is a part of the World Wide Web, the people
connected to the Internet and World Wide Web through the local providers have access to a variety of
information. Each browser provides a graphical interface. You move from place to place, from site to
site on the Web by using a mouse to click on a portion of text, icon or region of a map. These items are
called hyperlinks or links. Each link you select represents a document, an image, a video clip or an audio
file some-where on the Internet. The user doesn't need to know where it is, the browser follows the link.
All sorts of things are available on the WWW. One can use Internet for recreational purposes. Many TV
and radio stations broadcast live on the WWW. Essentially, if something can be put into digital format
and stored in a computer, then it's available on the WWW. You can even visit museums, gardens, cities
throughout the world, learn foreign languages and meet new friends. And, of course, you can play
computer games through WWW, competing with partners from other countries and continents.

DEVELOPING PETROLEUM FIELDS

There are many problems concerning the development of the petroleum and gas deposits. These
include: how many wells are to be drilled, the sequence of their drilling, their location, etc, in order to
ensure a maximum recovery of petroleum and gas at a minimum expense. This is not an easy task, since
the conditions of the occurrence of petroleum and gas fields, which depend on natural geological factors,
are called “drives”. These drives are classified as water, elastic, gas cap, dissolved gas, varying, and
gravity drives. The choice of the most rational method of developing any given field depends on those
particular conditions existing in than field. Where water drives prevail, the water, whose pressure head
supports the petroleum in the formation and forces it into the well, in free to move in all directions. The
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pressure, under which the petroleum flows into the well, remains almost constant. Every stratum of
rock, together with its petroleum and water, possesses certain elasticity. The total elastic energy in a
large stratum will eventually influence the rate of production of petroleum. But where such conditions,
which are called elastic drives, prevail, the formation pressure does not remain constant, but falls with
the extraction of the petroleum. Sometimes the drives in a formation are combinations of the elastic and
water drives (varying drives). In some deposits, the petroleum lies under a gas cap. When operating
wells under gas cap drive conditions, the gas should not be extracted from the gas cap. Where gas cap
drive prevails, the petroleum should be completely extracted before commencing the extraction of the
gas. Here again a varying drive may exist in petroleum deposit; the action of a considerable gas cap is
combined with that of a water drive. A feature of dissolved gas drive is the evolution of the gas its
solution in petroleum. Where. such drives prevail, the formation pressure and the yield of petroleum
decrease steadily with the extraction of the petroleum. In such deposits, a certain increase of the gas
activity is observed at first; but, with the gradual exhaustion of the deposit, this activity declines. There
are also cases of varying drives, consisting of a combination of a dissolved gas drives and water drives.
Where gravity drives prevalil, the petroleum flows into the bottom holes under its own weight, and not a
result of the water head or gas pressure in the formation. Petroleum yield from the wells under the
gravity drives is, as a rule, smaller than under other drives. The choice of any particular method depends
on its efficiency for given conditions.
